A joint effort to improve traffic safety 

On 26-27 June 2012 the Danish EU Presidency and the European Commission 
will host a conference in Copenhagen, concerning traffic safety.

The conference will be conducted within the framework of the expert traffic 
safety forum under the European Commission called the High Level Group on 
Road Safety.

Representatives from a number of European countries will have the opportun-
ity to exchange experiences and discuss challenges concerning traffic safety. 
The conference will have a particular focus on the 1.5 million people, who are 
injured every year on the European roads. 

Furthermore, experts from the European Commission and Denmark alike will 
conduct presentations on  important developments in the traffic safety area and 
thereby create the framework for a political discussion on the effort to secure a 
strong collaboration within the EU.
